EU MISSIONS AND OPERATIONS

EU COMMON SECURITY AND DEFENCE POLICY (CSDP)

Around 4,000 EU military and civilian staff are currently deployed in CSDP missions and operations
in three continents, working for a more stable world and contributing to a safer Europe

The EU's Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP) provides the European Union with an operational capacity to
deploy civilian and military missions and operations abroad.

Their tasks range from conflict prevention and peace-keeping, crisis management, joint disarmament operations, and
military advice and assistance tasks to humanitarian and rescue and post-conflict stabilisation tasks.

BUILDING ON EXPERIENCE - ADAPTING TO NEW SECURITY CHALLENGES

Since 2003 the EU has launched and run over 37 operations and missions on three continents. As of today, there are 21
ongoing CSDP missions and operations, of which 12 are civilian and 9 military.

Since the launch of the first missions and operations, the EU has continuously enhanced its structures, mechanisms and
tools to promote stability and security in our neighbourhood and beyond, thereby contributing to increased security in
the EU.

A TOOL FOR SECURITY

What happens beyond the EU's borders has a direct impact on the security of European citizens. CSDP missions and
operations contribute to global security abroad and at home. Their aim is to help prevent or resolve conflicts and crises,
enhance the capacities of partners and, ultimately, protect the European Union and its citizens.

EU decisions to deploy a mission or operation are normally taken at the request of the partner country to which
assistance is provided and/or based on a United Nations Security Council Resolution, and always in full respect of
international law. These decisions take into account the EU's security interests, EU strategic efforts and regional
engagement strategies. They are tailored to the local circumstances and to the tasks that need to be implemented.

CSDP missions and operations can be open to contributions of third States. Up to now, 20 Framework Participation
Agreements (FPA) have been signed to facilitate such participation.
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2 EU MISSIONS AND OPERATIONS

PLANNING AND CONDUCT PROCEDURES

> Decision making: Decisions to establish and to launch missions and operations require the approval of all Member
States through a Council Decision. The planning process is governed by crisis management procedures.

> Force Generation: The majority of assets and personnel required for military as well as civilian missions and
operations are provided by Member States.

> Command and Control Structures: during the conduct phase, the Political and Security Committee exercises
political control and strategic direction of both civilian and military missions and operations, under the authority of
the Council and the High Representative. Each mission and operation has a single and identifiable chain of command
for its safe and efficient conduct:

For military operations with an executive mandate (e.g. EUNAVFOR MED IRINI in the Mediterranean), an operational
headquarters is usually provided by a Member State acting as a framework nation.

Alternatively, the EU can also have recourse to NATO command structures under the Berlin- Plus agreements (e.g.
EUFOR Althea in Bosnia- Herzegovina).

The military training missions in the Central African Republic, Mali, Somalia and Mozambique operate under one
command located in Brussels - the Military Planning and Conduct Capability (MPCC).

+ Allcivilian missions and operations are commanded by the Civilian Planning and Conduct Capability (CPCC) of the EEAS.

> Financing Mechanism: Civilian missions are financed through the CFSP budget. The common costs of military
operations cannot be funded by the EU budget and are instead covered by Member States through the European Peace
Facility.

The EU and international
partners are providing substantial political, military, financial and humanitarian support to Ukraine. This support includes
unprecedented support to the Ukrainian Armed Forces (UAFs), including military equipment as well training to the Ukrainian Armed
Forces.

MISSION MANDATE

The EU Military Assistance Mission in support of Ukraine (EUMAM Ukraine) is the EU's coordinated response to enhance the military
capacity of the Ukrainian Armed Forces and build their long-term resilience. The aim of the mission is to tackle urgent and longer-
term training needs that will strengthen Ukraine's efforts in defending its territorial integrity and ability to effectively conduct
military operations in deterrence of Russia.

The Mission's non-executive mandate can be swiftly adapted to the needs of the Ukrainian Armed Forces and is is part of the
EU's Integrated Approach in support of Ukraine. EUMAM Ukraine mission will ensure coordination with Member States' bilateral
activities in support of Ukraine, as well as with other like-minded international partners, and will be open to participation of third
states.).

EUMAM Ukraine will provide training to the Ukrainian Armed Forces personnel at basic, advanced and specialised levels on
medical assistance, CBRN, demining, logistics and communication, maintenance and repair, among others. It will also provide
junior leadership from section/squad and platoon levels up to company, including operational training: preparation of companies,
battalions and brigades in collective manoeuvres and tactics up to battalion level; and advice on the planning, preparation and
conduct of live firing exercises.

EUMAM will coordinate and synchronise Member States' activities supporting the delivery of training support to the Ukrainian
Armed Forces.

The training will be supported by the provision of equipment to the Ukrainian Armed Forces. This equipment will be provided by
Member States and funded by the European Peace Facility.

EUMA is a non-executive, non-armed civilian Common Security and Defence Policy
(CSDP) Mission.

Mandate: EUMA will observe and report on the security situation along the Armenian
side of the international border with Azerbaijan. It will contribute to human security in
conflict-affected areas in Armenia and contribute to build confidence between Armenia
and Azerbaijan. EUMA is an essential component of the EU's efforts in supporting peace
intheregion. Itis a tool to support the mediation efforts, led by President Charles Michel
High Representative Josep Borrell and EU Special Representative, Toivo Klaar.

Context: The EU established EUMA in response to an official request made by the Armenian
authorities in December 2022 to deploy a full-fledged EU civilian mission on the ground. This
deployment follows the successful experience of the EU Monitoring Capacity (EUMCAP) deployed
on the Armenian side of the Armenia-Azerbaijan border between 20 October 2022 and 19 December
2022.

Area covered: EUMA will be deployed on the Armenian side of the Armenia-Azerbaijan border.
Headquarters will be in Yeghegnadzor, with six Forward Operating Bases allowing it to cover
the area, and a liaison office in Yerevan. EUMA is exclusively deployed and operating within the
internationally recognized territory of Armenia. The Lachin corridor is therefore outside of the
area of responsibility of EUMA.

Coordination with Armenia: EUMA will coordinate all its activities with the Armenian authorities.
It also intends to inform the Azerbaijani side of relevant developments as appropriate.

The EU Military Partnership Mission in Niger is aimed at contributing to enhancing the military capacity of the Nigerien Armed forces in
order to support Niger in its fight against terrorist armed groups in compliance with Human Rights and International Humanitarian Law.
To do so, EUMPM Niger support would be encompassed within the overarching Nigerien-led capacity-building plan.

EUMPM Niger supports the Nigerien armed forces by contributing to the Nigerien capacity-building plan through the establishment of a
Centre de Formation des Techniciens des Armées, provision of specialised training to the armed forces specialists, including Gendarmerie
ones, and support to the creation of a new Battalion, with a priority expressed for a communication and command support battalion.
To respond to the three-pronged approach requested by the Nigerien authorities, an EPF assistance measure would complement the
Mission to provide the equipment and possibly infrastructure necessary to fulfil the operational requirements of the newly created
Battalion.

The European Union supports peace and stability inits neighbourhood and beyond. The EU needs to be able to react quickly,
robustly and effectively to conflicts and crises outside its borders. To that end, the EU will develop a Rapid Deployment
Capacity (EU RDC) consisting of up to 5,000 troops.

The EU Rapid Deployment Capacity can be swiftly deployed to respond to imminent threats and react to crisis situations.
It can be tailored to different phases and scenarios, ranging from initial entry, to reinforcement or as a reserve force to
secure an exit. The EU Rapid Deployment Capacity will be developed based on specific operational scenarios. The first
two operational scenarios, on (1) initial phase of stabilization and (2) rescue and evacuation have been endorsed by the
EU ministers of Defence on 15 November 2022.

The exact parameters of the EU Rapid Deployment Capacity, including its detailed tasks, composition, and financial
aspects, will be further detailed by the end of 2022 with the aim to reach full operational capability by 2025.
